The Hamilton Township
Environmental Advisory
Commission was established in
1973 under section 2-541 of the
code of ordinances, Hamilton
Township, New Jersey and in

accordance with New Jersey
Statute 40:56A-1 et seq.

The commission was established
for the protection, development
or use of natural resources,
including water resources located
within the territorial limits of the
Township. All major development
applications are reviewed for
environmental concerns prior to
Planning or Zoning Board review.
The Green Team was established
in 2018 and is a subcommittee of
